¶ Minimum age/weight requirement of 17 years old and 110 lbs (50kg) 

¶ Have eaten a meal or snack with plenty of fluids at least 30 minutes before donation 

¶ Be free from infectious diseases, including minor ailments such as a cold or flu 

Your valid ID's (KAUST ID and Iqama or Saudi ID) will be required before donation and you 

will be requested to fill in a confidential health questionnaire. As part of the screening process, 

your blood pressure and hemoglobin will be checked.  

Refreshments will be served after blood donation.
